by discussion, vote, and whenever possible, substantial unanimity; that its actions
never be personally punitive nor an incitement to public controversy; that it never
perform acts of government; that, like the Society it serves, it will always remain
democratic in thought and action.

Encoded in Concept Xll are all the most important ideas from the Twelve Traditions, applied formally to
the General Service Conference of Alcoholics Anonymous. They are called the "Warranties", and they
taken verbatim from the end of the 1955 Conference Charter.

The most interesting thing about this concept is that it is only alterable by a written consensus of three-
quarters of all the directory-listed AA groups in the United States and Canada. AA is thus protected even
further from fundamental change being made by a rogue Conference or individual.

The Concepts come full circle. After providing guiding principles to a particular body within AA (the
General Service Conference), they gesture back to Concept 1 and the top of the upside-down-pyramid:
the great mass of autonomous AA groups.
