For me this step when applied to my life daily is my Get out of Resentment Card. Keeps my side of the
street clean between myself and others. For once | am aware of harm or bad behavior done, | am then
responsible to make an amend. An Amend is making A MEND. | have to say I'm sorry today, but not
like | used to which was meaningless. | must mend what | did as well. If it's a behavior issue, must
change it. Hit someone’s car, repair it. | have found that | have a “part” in any situation that happens in
my life. If I look honestly and rigorously | always find it. If someone hurts me or upsets me | cannot shut
them out. Must see my part and make my amends for it. | also find that it has opened doors of
communication and friendships re-established. Silent scorn=resentments.

When | feel angry, jealous or in fear.... and my character defects come out of my box, | have learned in
this Program of blessings and spirituality to be responsible and make amends which places them back in
the box and my side of street is clean. My sponsor informed me of this box. | call it my behavior box. The
10th Step keeps whatever behavioral defects | have left in the box and people can like and love me that
way. For me God’s will is to treat others the way | want to be treated. AA, my Mom (May she rest in
peace) and the fellowship have taught me this. Thank You!

Concept Ten

Every service responsibility should be matched by an equal service authority, with the
scope of such authority well defined.

Every service responsibility should be matched by an equal service authority - The scope of such
authority to be always well defined whether by tradition, by resolution, by specific job description or by
appropriate charters and bylaws.

As we have seen (Concept I) “final responsibility and ultimate authority” reside with the A.A. groups, and
they delegate this authority to the Conference (Concept Il). The Conference, in turn, delegates to the
General Service Board the authority to manage A.A.’s affairs (Concept Ill) in its behalf. The board is in
authority over its subsidiary operating conditions — A.A. World Services, Inc. and the A.A. Grapevine, Inc.
— but it delegates to the directors of those corporations the authority necessary to run these service
entities.

As Bill said, “It is perfectly clear that when delegated authority is operating well, it should not be
constantly interfered with.” Otherwise, he warned, “those charged with operating responsibly will be
demoralized.” For example, the General Service Board owns the two operating corporations and its
authority over them is absolute. “Nevertheless so long as things go well, it is highly important that the
trustees do not unnecessarily interfere with or usurp the operating authority of these entities.”

“To sum up: Let us always be sure that there is an abundance of final or ultimate authority to correct or to
reorganize; but let us be equally sure that all of our trusted servants have a clearly defined and adequate
authority to do their daily work and to discharge their clear responsibilities.”
