Not by reading or
asking questions about it, but by an experience | had as a 16 year old on my very first job. | was working
at a 5 and 10 cent store as a cashier a couple of weeks before Christmas. One Saturday during my lunch
hour | got falling down drunk. | vaguely remember staggering back to work where | was nursed with
coffee, then taken home. The remorse and shame that followed were overwhelming. | just knew that |
would no longer have a job, and | feared having to explain why to my parents. Worst of all | feared having
to face my boss. With immense shame, fear, and guilt | returned to work certain that | would be
terminated. | felt so worthless and insignificant as | trembled and apologized for my fiasco. With my head
bowed down, | stood in anticipation of \"You're fired!\" How stunned | was when instead my boss’s hand
gently patted my shoulder as he said, with a kind expression, and gentle voice, \"We all make mistakes,
but we try to learn from them.\" Incredibly he never fired me, and never brought it up again. | could not
believe that he was so forgiving. He always treated me with dignity and respect.

About twenty-three years later around my second year in AA | was at St. Margaret’s listening to a
speaker who had almost 30 years in the program. He seemed familiar to me and soon | realized that he
was Howard B. the man who my boss when | was 16. | sat there and thought to myself \"No wonder he
was so understanding.\" After the meeting | went up to him and told him who | was. He remembered me
and was thrilled to know that | had made it to the program. | knew that man had something special when |
was 16. The attraction for me was the kindness, understanding, respect and dignity with which he treated
people.

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Concept Eleven

The trustees should always have the best possible committees, corporate service
directors, executives, staffs, and consultants. Composition, qualifications, induction
procedures, and rights and duties will always be matters of serious concern.

In this concept, Bill stresses to us the importance of leadership both in Trustee’s and non-Trustee
committee members. It breaks down, in detail, the mix of Trustees, non-trustee committee members and
professional workers employed by General Services Office. The cooperation, commitment and skills of
all these components are vital to the survival of AA on a global level.

In this Concept, we are reminded of the importance of leaders and how they are chosen. If we choose
someone for a job, for example, who is slightly less competent than ourselves to make us look good we
have harmed the whole operation. Prudence and patience are stressed, and it is far better to let things
take a little longer than to rush ahead with someone at the helm who is not the best person for the job.
Also discussed are the reasons for each Standing Committee and the exact components of each. One
of the compelling examples he uses (and still very timely) is the reason that the Grapevine should never
be run by World Services. The main reason is that WSO'’s primary interest is in maintaining and/or
updating literature which already exists, and the Grapevine needs always to have a fresh eye in an ever
changing world.

Most Central Offices have found an increase in sales and donations by accepting credit cards, however, those that
accept credit cards in the office have ONLY salaried people handing the sales. Secure Pay was used by several of
the offices for their online donations.

More and more offices are having volunteers handle the after-hours phones instead of using an answering service.
Usually handled by a phone committee, not the office manager.

Most central offices have between 3 and 6 months of prudent reserves. In general, at least 50% of the offices were
using prudent reserve to cover shortfalls in donations.

Online Offices — our web site is comparable or better than most other cites. Several sites do have online ordering
with payment by credit cards. Vancouver has a HELP button designed for newcomers with any emails forwarded to
a group of people to deal with, not office volunteers.

Most office managers felt they often did not have the freedom to do their jobs. About 75% of the attendees have a
vote at both intergroup and board meetings.

Several offices ship literature. Charge about 10% fee for shipping. Many follow the AAWS pricing, but several
charge more. Some places charge $9.50 for a Big Book — we charge $8.00.

Attended an interesting workshop called “Where Everybody Knows Your Name”. It dealt with being an AA member
and NOT the office manager in an AA meeting. Several members had to go outside their areas to be “just an AA
member”. Big complaint by all was to not be a delivery service. Most would accept meeting donations from people
at meetings but almost all would not deliver items to a meeting. As one person said, “Who am | to stand in the way
of someone performing their service commitment?” | know that | was given almost $500 in cash once and felt
uncomfortable carrying it around so | made a special trip to the office to put it in the safe.

Big discussion about “Back To Basics” meetings — Wally P’'s “movement”. Almost all attendees do NOT list these
meetings in their directories, since Back To Basics is now a corporation. Several have found that meetings already
named Back To Basics tend not to attract visitors due to the negative feelings surrounding the Wally P movement.
Many of the larger offices use QuickBooks POS for sales and inventory tracking.

Smaller office comparison — there was one office roughly our size in terms of the number of meetings and groups —
they have TWICE the donations that we do.

Faithful Fivers program successful in almost all offices — what's wrong with us?

Some have found that offices with a large prudent reserve are perceived to be doing fine, thus less is given in
contributions.

Some meetings in one area CHARGE to sign court cards!

One central office will not answer phone calls from blocked/private numbers!

AAWS/GSO - looking to have a digital form of literature available soon. There have been several polls done on
what is wanted — the latest by GSO - originally handed out in San Antonio and then spread through GSRs. Hardly
ANY of the Central Office managers had heard of this and it turns out that this was meant to be a GSR survey, not
one out of Central Offices. Biggest hurdle with electronic media is how to keep control of sold media — avoid
sharing amongst users.

AAWS/GSO will be selling literature over the web at some point in the future — have to in order to keep up. This will
most likely hurt the income stream for local Central Offices.

AAGYV - Digital version coming soon. Initially something for the computer where you “turn the pages” — also
evaluating other technologies. Same hurdles as AAWS/GSO.

New book — Spiritual Awakenings II. I'll be ordering these soon.

Total redesign of the AAGV web site is coming soon.

They have a new fulfillment company — hopefully will have fewer problems than before.

Exploring a subscription “pushout” — daily emails from the Grapevine.

Grapevine magazine is currently loosing money. They need approximately 10,000 — 12,000 additional
subscriptions to be solvent. That sounds like a lot but it is really only 19-23 additional subscriptions per central
office in the US and Canada.

Next year's seminar is in Tucson, the following year is Washington, DC. A LOT of people want us to bid on the
following year. I'm willing but it will take a LOT of support from our local AA population.

| presented the ICOAA Web site and rolled it out to users. This contains information from all prior years (24) of the
seminar. The reception was very positive. | was asked to stay on for another year to continue the development.

Interesting side note: NONE of the meetings that | attended were closed with the Lord’s Prayer — they used either the
Serenity Prayer or the Statement of Responsibility.

CHUCKAWALLA VALLEY STATE PRISON H & | PANEL

Chuckawalla Valley State Prison (CVSP) is a Level Il, Medium Security Facility located west of Blythe.
Designed and built in 1988 to hold 1,738 inmates, in 2008-2009 it had 3,545 prisoners, with a staff of
873.

There are 4 different yards at CVSP, each housing over 750 inmates. Each yard has both Spanish and
English weekly AA meetings with 30 - 40 inmates in attendance. So that's 8 meetings per week and over
30 meetings per month.

Coachella Valley H&I currently has only one panel which visits CVSP on the first Monday of each month.
As you can see from the figures above, we could be doing so much more!

It is a time-consuming commitment ... The panel leaves from Washington & 1-10 at 5 pm to arrive at
CVSP in time for the 6:30 meeting. The meeting goes until 7:45, and the panel arrives back in Palm
Desert around 9:30 pm. Regular attendees at CVSP meetings say the fulfillment is indescribable. Asis
often the case, the ride there and back can be half the fun!
